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FROM GUEST EDITOR

Based on the proceedings of the second session of the permanent Russian-Armenian
academic hagiographic seminar "Hagiography in the Space and time of Culture" held in
April 2022, the thematic issue of the journal "Urbis et Orbis. Microhistory and Semiotics
of the City" is composted of separate papers set out to explore the sacred space of the
city.

The seminar, organized by Russian-Armenian University and Yaroslav-the-Wise
Novgorod State University, is dedicated to the study of the traditions of the depiction of
saints and the phenomenon of holiness in Armenian and Russian culture: philosophy,
fine arts, architecture, literature, oral creativity, business writing, etc.

The second session of the seminar was called "Walking around the city and its mar-
kets": sacred spaces in the urban environment (based on records of the Russian and
Armenian hagiographic traditions)", and brought together researchers who studied ur-
ban artifacts associated with the life of Christian devotees.

The academic field of the seminar fits perfectly into the concept of the journal "Urbis
et Orbis. Microhistory and Semiotics of the City", presented in its first issue. The city,
perceived as a text, in the process of its development and reception by its residents and
guests acquires new meanings generated by events and personalities, among which
saints are the most important figures, a kind of guardians of the city and its symbolic
"signs". The presence of the memory of the saint in the city organizes the space of the
city itself (architectural religious buildings, iconography, fresco painting, relics, espe-
cially revered places of urban space, etc.); the name of the saint and the memory of his
deeds create that "palimpsest”, that makes the city not only a settlement of people living
together, but also an independent cultural, sacred, "spiritualized" entity, which, accord-
ing to religious beliefs, can be kept by God, regardless of its inhabitants. Numerous
monuments of Russian and Armenian hagiography contain not only facts about the
deeds of saints in a particular urban location, but also a representation of the idea, brief-
ly expressed by the famous thesis about the five righteous, which any city stands for.

The second session of the Russian-Armenian Hagiographic seminar was held in Rus-
sian-Armenian University (Yerevan, Armenia). Opening the seminar, the Rector of the
RAU, Professor Armen Darbinyan, highlighted the importance of treating the city as a
space of memory and meanings.

In this regard, hagiography is a fertile material for preserving and translating the
meanings of the city and the man in it that are embedded in the understanding of the
world as a space for the realization of the Divine plan for a man. And the proclamation
about it — Urbi et Orbi.
